Approve the Minutes of the Meeting held on June 14, 2006 – St. Clair asked for additions and/or corrections.  There being none, Miscoe moved and Walters seconded to approve the minutes as submitted.  All ayes, motion carried.

Financial Reports – Secretary reviewed the Income & Expense Report, the Budget Report and the List of Bills for June 30, 2006.  Secretary would like to add the following additional outstanding bills to the List of Bills Report:  USDA-APHIS, goose management program, in the amount of $1,453.00; Cingular Wireless, June ’06 cellular phone charges, in the amount of $15.28; and Bell & Dickey, June ’06 legal fees, in the amount of $417.50.  Miscoe made a motion to approve the Borough’s Financial Reports, including the amendment to the List of Bills Report.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


Secretary reviewed the Water Works Income & Expense Report and the List of Bills for June 30, 2006.  Miscoe made a motion to approve the Water Work’s Financial Reports as presented.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Proposed Amendment to Garbage Ordinance – Miscoe made a motion to authorize Attorney Dickey to advertise the proposed amendment to the Garbage Ordinance for adoption at the August 9, 2006 meeting.  Walters seconded the motion.


At this time a garbage committee was set up with the following members:  Barry Lichty, Terry St. Clair, and John Walters.


Council asked the Borough Secretary to schedule an appointment with Waste Management so the garbage committee could review the proposed changes with them.

Adopt Proposed Resolution for Amendment to the Sewage Management Ordinance – Council was provided with a copy of the proposed amendment to the Sewage Management Ordinance.  Miscoe made a motion to adopt the resolution as presented.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

 Somerset Tax Claim Bureau-Notice of Offer to Purchase Airpark 218 at Private Sale - The Borough received notification from the Somerset Tax Claim Bureau of an offer to purchase property at private sale.  Bryan J. Collins made an offer of $134.00 to purchase Airpark Lot 218.  The Borough wouldn’t receive any money for past due taxes; there is also $600.00 owed to the Indian Lake Service Corporation for past due Service Corporation Fees.  Walters made a motion to reject the offer from Bryan J. Collins.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Committee Reports:

Finance Report:


A.  Joseph Scansaroli-2006 Auditing Proposal – Walters made a motion to appoint Joseph Scansaroli, Certified Public Accountant, as the auditing firm for Indian Lake Borough for the year 2006.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.




B.
MEI-Maintenance Agreement for Telephone System – Secretary presented each Council Member with a copy of the proposed MEI maintenance agreement for the telephone system.  Secretary noted that the material warranty on the telephone system does not expire until June 5, 2008, however the labor warranty expired on June 5, 2006.  The proposed maintenance agreement does not cover lightning strikes, power surges and customer damages.  Walters made a motion to not extend the labor warranty on the telephone system.  Miscoe seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

GAI Consultants-Proposed Additional Funding for 2006 and 2007 – Secretary presented each Council Member with a proposal from GAI Consultants for additional funding for the 2006 and 2007 engineering services for the proposed dam remediation, which total $30,998.38.  Council asked the Borough Secretary to get a break done of the costs for 2006 and the costs for 2007.

Public Works:

   
A.
Michael Betting, South Shore Trail 772 – Harry Huzsek, Borough Superintendent, informed Council that Mr. Betting was scheduled to have his water service discontinued for non-payment on June 5, 2006.  On June 5th, it was discovered the Mr. Betting’s curb box and shut-off valve were buried and the workmen had to locate and dig up the curb box and valve by hand in order to turn the water off.



On July 12, 2006, the workmen checked to make sure the water was still turned-off.  It was discovered that someone turned the water back on and in the process broke the stops on the valve causing it to leak.  The workmen were able to get the water turned-off again and they glued a cap on it to prevent further damage.  The valve will need to be replaced whenever water service is reconnected. 



Dewar made a motion to send a letter to Mr. Betting outlining the events, a detailed bill for the workmen’s time to initially dig up the curb box for the 1st shut-off, the workmen’s time to re-turn off the water and glue a cap on the valve, and for the workmen’s time to replace the broken value and for the cost of all materials.  Miscoe seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.



B.
David Finui-Sewage System Site Plan for Fairway 106 and Peninsula 91 – Harry Huzsek, Borough Superintendent, stated that a modification was made to the sewage system site plan for David and Allison Finui for Fairway 106 Peninsula 91.  Everything remained the same as approved at the June 14, 2006 meeting except that he had them add that no excavation shall take place through the paved surface of Peninsula Drive  A 6” conduit shall be bored at a minimum of 2’ under the road and shall extend a minimum of 4’ on either side of the road




Miscoe made a motion to approve the modification to David and Allison Finui’s sewage system site plan for Fairway Lot 106 and Peninsula 91 as it was presented and to have the Council President send a letter of approval to Jerry Mostoller, Sewage Enforcement Officer for Indian Lake Borough.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried. 



C.
Bonding North Shore Trail – Harry Huzsek, Borough Superintendent, informed Council that Brian Critchfield wants to haul approximately 20 tri-axle loads of fill onto his property.  Walters made a motion that before Mr. Critchfield can haul any fill onto his property, he must bond North Shore Trail for $100,000.00, they must enter the Borough off of Route 30 using the Buckstown Road, and the Borough will need the name of the trucking company and the dates they will be hauling.  Miscoe seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Sewer Report:

Wendy Wilkerson, Delaware 439 – Septic Pumping – Secretary reported that Wendy Wilkerson, who is located on Delaware 439, was selected to have her septic system inspected and pumped for 2006.  Mrs. Wilkerson brought in a pumping receipt showing that Behon Septic pumped out her septic system on May 20, 2006.  Behon Septic noted on the bill that both baffles were intact and there were no visible leaks.  Reggie Musser, from Musser Sewage Specialists, wasn’t there when the system was pumped.  Council stated that Mrs. Wilkerson will need to have her septic system inspected by Musser Sewage Specialists and that it will be up to the inspector as to whether or not he can actually do the inspection without having it pumped out again.  Mrs. Wilkerson might want to have a pumping service standing by during the inspection in order to avoid having to pay the inspector for an additional trip should it need pumped again.

NIMS – Mandatory Training:

Adopted Proposed Resolution Implementing the National Incident Management System – Dewar made a motion to adopt the proposed resolution implementing the National Incident Management System and recommending that all public safety agencies, emergency responders, hazardous materials users and transporters, hospitals and school districts situated within the municipality do the same.  Miscoe seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Proposed Certification Letter – Miscoe made a motion to execute the proposed Certification Letter stating that the Borough has successfully complied with the NIMS compliance requirements and to authorize Terry St. Clair to sign the letter.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Public Comment:

Robert Hanson – Mr. Hanson presented a Sewage Facility Planning Module for the proposed Pine Cove Subdivision.  This was referred to the Sewage Committee for their review.
At 9:33 P.M. St. Clair called for an Executive Session of the Borough Council.

Upon returning to Regular Session at 10:52 P.M. St. Clair reported that the Executive Session was held to discuss Potential Litigation.


Miscoe made a motion to appoint Attorney Dan Rullo as the Borough’s Solicitor for the Mark Raymond litigation.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried


Miscoe made a motion for Attorney Dickey to draft a letter to Attorney Chuck Mason stating that the Borough’s position with respect to the easement on Cherokee Lane is that the Borough is asserting their rights to that portion of property and that the Borough did not abandon the easement as per the recorded deed easements.  Dewar seconded the motion.  6 ayes, 1 abstention.  Motion carried.  Moore filed the abstention memorandum with the Borough secretary.

With no further business to discuss, Walters moved and Miscoe seconded to adjourn the meeting at 10:55 P.M.  All ayes, motion carried.
