Approval to Advertise the Proposed Ordinance Amending Zoning Ordinance No. 99 – Miscoe made a motion to authorize the Borough Manager to advertise the proposed ordinance amending Zoning Ordinance No. 99 for adoption at the March 14, 2007 regular meeting.  Bozovich seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Approval to Advertise the Proposed Ordinance Amending Boating Ordinance No. 116 – Miscoe made a motion to authorize the Borough Manager to advertise the proposed ordinance amending Boating Ordinance No. 116 for adoption at the March 14, 2007 regular meeting.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Update on Biking Trail:
A.
Approval to Close North Shore Trail for 1 Day to Replace Culverts – Miscoe made a motion to allow the contractor to close North Shore Trail for 1 Day to replace culverts.  Bozovich seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

B.
Set Road Bond Amount for Indian Lake Drive and North Shore Trail – Miscoe made a motion to require a road bond of $200,000 for the portion of Indian Lake Drive and North Shore Trail to be used in the project. All trucks will access the project from the Route 30 Indian Lake Drive entrance.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Security System Bids – Borough Manager/Secretary received the following bids for a fire and security system for the Borough Building.  Quotes were as follows:

Miscoe made a motion to accept the bid proposal from Security One in the amount of $1,389.00 and $240.00 for the yearly monitoring.  Bozovich seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

 7.
Modification to Agreement with St. Clair Resort Development to Sell Sewage Taps – Miscoe stated that St. Clair Resort Development has expended its own funds to secure eleven (11) additional sewage taps for the existing sewage treatment plant.  St. Clair Resort Development has agreed to expend its own funds to enclose the sewage treatment plant.  The revenues generated from the sale of available taps is still earmarked toward a plant expansion/improvement so that ultimately, the plant will be able to support the additional thirty-one (31) taps needed to complete the lodge development and an approximate reserve number of ten (10) additional taps.  The additional taps secured by St. Clair will provide additional funds necessary to this process.  Therefore, Miscoe made a motion to authorize Attorney Rullo to prepare a revised agreement with St. Clair Resort Development agreeing to reduce the price per tap to $2,500.00 and to reserve the now available twenty-three (23) sewage taps to St. Clair Resort Development for a period of five (5) years to permit construction already approved by the Indian Lake Borough Planning Commission.  Bozovich seconded the motion.  4 ayes, 1 abstention.  Motion carried.  St. Clair filed the abstention memorandum with the Borough Secretary.

With no further business to discuss, Miscoe moved and Walters seconded to adjourn the meeting at 7:18 P.M.  All ayes, motion carried.
