Terry St. Clair– State Ethics Investigation – The State Ethics Commission received allegations that Mr. St. Clair violated the Public Official and Employee Ethics Act when he used the authority of his public office for private pecuniary gain of himself and/or a business which he is associated by participating in discussions and decisions of the Borough Council resulting in approvals for St. Clair Resort Development, LLC, of which he is the owner. 
  
After a preliminary inquiry of this allegation, they found no basis to commence a full investigation because there is insufficient evidence to support a finding of probable cause that the State Ethics Act has been violated.
