The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Michael Miscoe, Council President.
ORDER OF BUSINESS

Approve the Minutes of the Meeting Held on July 9, 2008 – Miscoe asked for additions and/or corrections.  Stern noted on Page 1, Number 2, under Water Works Finance Reports, it should be clarified that the bill from Somerset Trust Company, for marking paint and flags should reflect that they were purchased from Tractor Supply.  Manager noted the correction and will make the necessary change.  Walters moved and McCauley seconded to approve the minutes as corrected.  All ayes, motion carried.  

Approve the Minutes of the Meeting Held on June 25, 2008 – Miscoe asked for additions and/or corrections.  There being none, Walters moved and Vogel seconded to approve the minutes as submitted.  All ayes, motion carried.

Financial Reports – Manager reviewed the Income & Expense Report, the Budget Report and the List of Bills for July 31, 2008. Walters made a motion to pay the bill from GAI Consultants, in the amount of $35,327.69 and the bill from Maust Excavating, in the amount of $105,836.80 from the line of credit from PNC Bank.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  

Moore made a motion to approve the Borough’s Financial Reports as presented.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


McCauley made a motion to authorize the transfer of $250,000.00 from the line of credit into the Borough’s General Fund to reimburse for engineering costs expended for the dam remediation project in order to allow the necessary funds needed to purchase two new trucks, a used bucket truck, new computers, a new police vehicle, and a patrol boat.  Each individual expenditure will be approved prior to transferring these funds.  Walters seconded the motion.  5 – ayes and 1 naye.  Motion carried.

Walters made a motion to authorize the purchase of the 2008 F-450 at a cost not to exceed $59,750.00 and to purchase a 2008 GMC 5500 at a cost not to exceed $78,500.00 through the state piggyback program.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Manager reviewed the Water Works Income & Expense Report and the List of Bills for July 31, 2008.   Walters made a motion to approve the Water Work’s Financial Reports as presented.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Consideration to Adopt Ordinance to Join PLGIT – Vogel made a motion to adopt the ordinance as presented to join PLGIT.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Western Land Service-Natural Gas Lease – Sieling recommended that the Borough contact James Casselberry, from Casselberry & Associates, to review the intertwining of all the underground deep mines and all the other bore holes to see if it is really worth the risk.  If Mr. Casselberry doesn’t do this, maybe he could recommend someone.  
10.
Public Comment:  


Valerie McClatchey – McClatchey updated Council  on the results of her complaint on the iron water which is being discharged and is going into the Lake by her residence on Osage 107.  The DEP did come and do an investigation and they have found that the water is extremely high iron content but it is not acidic.  Robert Musser does have a contract with PBS Coals that they are to be containing this water.  The problem was that PBS Coals had a problem with their pump and what they replaced the pump with was not sufficient.  It is going to take several months to get this problem remediated.  

Kenneth Helsel, as well as some of his neighbors, would like to register a complaint about the weeds in the lake.  They are totally disgusted with the weeds and with the Borough’s treatment of them this year.


Ron Sieling – South Peninsula is in really bad shape and needs some roadwork done.  Council needs to really look at the roads and get back on a schedule and catch up on the maintenance of the roads.

Jim Lyons questioned the status of the slalom course.  Miscoe stated that council granted conditional approval contingent on receiving a letter from Robinson Forensic, who was hired by the Indian Lake Service Corporation to do a boat traffic study of the lake, which expresses an opinion to a reasonable degree of technical and scientific certainty that the reinstallation of the ski slalom course on Indian Lake at location #3 (North side of the lake by Mohawk) is safe.  It was his understanding that in the absence of any new or additional information their opinion as expressed in the letter dated July 8, 2008 remains unchanged.  We are also waiting for a copy of the liability insurance which lists the Borough as an additional insured, so that our insurance agent can review and approve. 

Stern made a motion that Council reconsider, with the knowledge that we have now, the reinstallation of the slalom course at location #3 (North side of the lake by Mohawk).  Moore seconded the motion.  3 ayes, 3 nayes.  Mayor Lichty voted naye.  Motion was denied
At 9:55 P.M. an Executive Session was held to discuss personnel issues.

At 10:05 P.M. Council returned to Regular Session.

Walters made a motion to accept the proposed salary increases as recommended, effective August 29, 2008.   McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
